WHEREAS, in the year of 2022, The Haven answered 165 hotline sexual violence crisis 

calls and served 73 primary survivors of sexual violence with 184 individual therapy 
sessions, 73 group therapy sessions, and 69 survivors receiving medical advocacy; and

they need, and sexual perpetrators should be punished to the full extent of the law, while 
important partnerships have been formed among criminal justice agencies, allied 
professionals, and victim services to assist victims of sexual violence and their families;

AN ORDINANCE TO RESTRUCTURE CHAPTER 12, OF THE TERREBONNE PARISH CODE BY 

ADOPTING SECTION 12-75 THROUGH SECTION 12-79 TO CONSTRUCT BORROW PITS 

 WHEREAS, Section 1-06 of the Home Rule Charter for Terrebonne Parish Consolidated 

Government (TPCG) provides that the Parish Government shall have the right, power and 

authority to pass all ordinances requisite or necessary to promote, protect and preserve the 

general welfare, safety, health, peace and good order of the parish, including but not by way of 

limitation, the right, power and authority to pass ordinances on all subject matters necessary 

requisite or proper for the management of parish affairs, and all other subject matters without 

exception, subject only to the limitation that the same shall not be inconsistent with the 

Constitution or expressly denied by general law applicable to the parish; and 

 WHEREAS, Section 2-11 of the Terrebonne Parish Home Rule Charter requires an 

ordinance to adopt or amend an administrative code: and 

 WHEREAS, TPCG is in need of adopting Article 12, Sections 75-79 to construct and 

regulate Borrow Pits in the parish. 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Terrebonne Parish Council on behalf of the 

Terrebonne Parish Consolidated Government that:  

SECTION I 

The following sections of the Code of Ordinances of Terrebonne Parish at Chapter 12 shall be 

and are hereby adopted, with underline to show additions: 

Sec. 12-75 – Definitions 

(a) Borrow Pit – For the purposes of this ordinance, a Borrow Pit, a term used in 

construction and civil engineering, is defined as an area created or dug for the extraction 

and sale of earthen material which will be used for fill at another location or to 

build/strengthen levees.  A coastal use permit and coastal impact certificate are always 

required for Borrow Pits. The provisions of this ordinance are applicable. 

(b) Pond - For the purposes of this ordinance, a pond is defined as a small area created for 

the extraction of earthen material to be used for fill on the property in which the 

material is extracted to elevate the foundation for a structure on the property.  It may 

also be used for recreational purposes, such as swimming pools, fishing pond, or 

aesthetics such as a small body of still water, a garden pond, for example, formed 

naturally or dug on one’s one property, but in any case, not to exceed one (1) acre in size 

with less than 5,000 Cubic Yards (CY) of material removed.  If 5,000 CY or more of 

material are removed from the pond, a Coastal Impact Certificate will be required.  

Sec. 12-76 – Safety and Damages 

(a) The property owner of the borrow pit site shall be responsible for implementation and 

installation of all measures to safeguard the public.  These measures shall include but 

are not limited to the posting of warning signs around the borrow pit site.  At a 

minimum, such signs shall be 24” x 36” and shall contain all of the following words: 

“Warning – Borrow Pit” “No Trespassing” “No Fishing” “No Swimming” “Beware of 

Alligators”. 



(b) The property owner of the borrow pit site shall be liable for and assume all responsibility 

for ensuring public safety during excavation of the borrow pit and after excavation 

activities have ceased and/or the borrow pit is abandoned.  

(c) The property owner of the borrow pit site shall be liable for and assume all responsibility 

for damages incurred by adjacent residential and commercial structures to slabs, 

foundations, walls, etc., caused by the operation of heavy equipment, including dump 

trucks and excavators, at, around, or in the borrow pit during excavation activities.   

Sec. 12-77 – Archaeological, Historical, or Cultural Resources 

(a) If archaeological, historical, paleontological, or other cultural resources are 

encountered or suspected as such during activities authorized by this ordinance, 

work shall cease and the permittee/operator shall immediately notify the Division of 

Archaeology, Department of Culture, Recreation, and Tourism [CRT, P.O. Box 44247, 

Baton Rouge, LA 70804; (225) 342-8200)] and the Office of Coastal Management in 

the Department of Natural Resources [(P.O. Box 44487, Baton Rouge, LA 70804-4487; 

(225) 342-7591)] as well as the Local Coastal Zone Management Program (985-873-

6889). Work may not resume until written approval is obtained from CRT. 

Sec. 12-78 – Environmental Compliance 

(a) The property owner of the proposed borrow pit site is responsible for compliance 

with all environmental regulations and permitting requirements under the 

jurisdiction of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, the Louisiana Department of 

Natural Resources, the Louisiana Department of Environmental Quality, and the 

Environmental Protection Agency, and obtaining all required permits from these 

agencies, as well as paying any compensatory mitigation imposed for permanent 

adverse impacts to wetlands or jurisdictional waters (Waters of the United States) 

and the payment of any fees and/or fines associated with the issuance of After-the-

Fact permits. 

Sec. 12-79 – Application for Coastal Impact Certificate for Borrow Pits.  

(a) Borrow Pits may be placed no closer than 75 feet from the site’s property lines, 

or any parish road right-of-way (ROW), any local road/street ROW, or any ROW or 

servitude for a critical redundant parish levee (named below) except that Borrow Pits 

may be placed no closer than 150 feet from the following: 

1. State highway ROWs; 

2. Platted residential subdivisions or existing residential structures; 

3. Rights-of-way for the Morganza Hurricane Levee Protection System or borrow 

canal servitudes. 

(b) Critical redundant parish levees include the following: 

1. Ward 7 5-1 Levee; 

2. Montegut 4-8 Levee; 

3. Pointe aux Chenes 4-1 Levee;  

4. Thompson Road Extension (East Houma Surge Levee); 

5. Ashland North Levee; 

6. Levees on the western side of Lake Boudreaux (Cane Break, Suzie Canal, NFL 

South); 

7. Lower Lacache Levee; 

8. Industrial Road/Chabert Hospital Levee; 

9. Shrimpers Row Levee; 

10. Mayfield Levee; 

11. Lower Dularge Levees (East and West); 

12. Concord Levee; and  

13. Bush Canal Levee.  



(c)  A borrow pit may be placed no closer than 200 feet from wetlands, including 

Bottomland Hardwoods, and natural surface waters. 

(d)  A Borrow Pit operator or agent may apply in writing to the Terrebonne Parish President 

for a variance from these distance restrictions based on the size and shape of the 

proposed Borrow Pit site and supported by engineering analysis including soil stability 

analysis prepared by a Louisiana licensed engineer.  The variance may not be based on 

financial hardship.  Upon favorable recommendation by the Parish President, and 

favorable approval by the Parish Council by an affirmative vote, the Parish Council at its 

discretion may grant the variance by ordinance. 

(e) The Borrow Pit operator shall provide adequate dust and mud control on site and ensure 

that all vehicles and trailers are hosed down to remove excess dirt and mud before 

entering a public ROW or roadway.  The operator is also responsible for and shall keep 

public ROWs and roadways free of dirt and mud for one-half mile in either direction and 

follow all state and local signage and permitting requirements. 

(f) The Borrow Pit operator shall comply with a Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan 

(SWPPP) approved by the parish Engineering Division when conducting clearing or 

earthwork operations.  The SWPPP shall include erosion control feature in addition to 

other components which may be required by the US Environmental Protection Agency 

(EPA), the Louisiana Department of Environmental Quality (LDEQ) and/or the Louisiana 

Department of Natural Resources (LDNR).  The Borrow Pit operator shall prevent the 

transmission of soil particles into streams, canals, bayous, lakes or other waterways. 

(g) Borrow Pits shall be designed with a side slope of 1 foot vertical for each 3-foot 

horizontal run to a depth of ten (10) feet.  A variance application from this side slope 

requirement may be made in the manner provided in (d) above.  The variance may not 

be based on financial hardship. 

(h) Upon completion of the Borrow Pit, if there is a possibility to encompass the Borrow Pit 

into a forced drainage system for drainage retention purposes as well as other purposes 

designed to accrue to the benefit of the public, such as recreation, the parish may 

initiate negotiations with the property owner for maintenance, ingress and egress, and 

any other feature or component deemed necessary for drainage and /or recreational 

purposes, including the rights to be retained by the property owner. 

(i) Where access to a proposed Borrow Pit cannot be provided except by residential local or 

residential collector streets, the issuance of the Coastal Impact Certificate will be 

predicated upon receipt of engineering documentation of pre-construction (borrow pit) 

roadway conditions (including roadway surface and roadside drainage ditches), the 

provision of a plan in the application to return these streets and drainage ditched to pre-

construction conditions when the pit is closed or abandoned, and receipt of a surety 

bond which will guarantee completion of any needed repairs if the applicant defaults or 

otherwise fails to perform the needed roadway/drainage repairs.  The amount of the 

surety bond shall be determined by the Parish President, or by his designated 

department designee, and any other needed legal documents as determined by the 

parish legal department. 

(j) The applicant for the Borrow Pit Coastal Impact Certificate will also provide a traffic plan 

map showing primary access (truck haul routes) to and from the site within two (2) miles 

of the Borrow Pit.  This truck haul route map shall be supplied to the Terrebonne Parish 

School Board Administration, the Terrebonne Parish Sheriff’s Office, and the Parish 

Public Works Department for their review and comment. 

(k) The Borrow Pit operator will provide adequate truck/equipment parking on the pit site 

to ensure no truck queuing on public ROWs or roads. 

(l) No materials shall be stored on any access roads or within any of the distance buffers 

provided in Sec. 12-79 (a), (b), and (c) above.

LEASE CONTRACT NO. 1068 

 COOPERATIVE ENDEAVOR AGREEMENT & 

 WATER BOTTOM LEASE 

 

This Cooperative Endeavor Agreement and Water Bottom Lease (hereinafter referred to as the 

“Agreement” or “Lease”) is made and entered into by and between: 

The State of Louisiana, through the Division of Administration, Office of State Lands, 

represented herein by Cheston Hill (hereinafter referred to as the “State” or “Lessor”); and 

 

Terrebonne Parish Consolidated Government, represented herein by Jason W. Bergeron, 

Parish President (hereinafter referred to as the “Parish” or “Lessee”); 

 

Who enter into this Agreement pertaining to certain water bottoms owned by the State for use by 

Terrebonne Parish Consolidated Government in its provision of Public Recreation to the citizens and 

visitors of Terrebonne Parish, in exchange for the covenants and consideration set forth herein. 

WHEREAS, the Louisiana Constitution of 1974, in Article VII, Section 14(C), provides that the State 

and its political subdivisions may engage in cooperative endeavors with each other and with any public 

or private association, corporation or individual for a public purpose.

WHEREAS, because it is anticipated that the public recreational value of the recreation structures will 

exceed the value of the obligations of the State, the Agreement is not a gratuitous donation. 

NOW THEREFORE, the parties agree to the lease terms set forth below: 

 

 

PROPERTY 

 

Approximately 1,782 square feet of state claimed water bottoms in Bayou Terrebonne, located in 

Section 39, T17S-R17E, Terrebonne Parish, Louisiana, as shown on the plats attached hereto as Exhibit 

A (hereinafter referred to as the “Property”). 

 



 
 

TERM 

 

The Lease is granted for a term of FIVE (5) YEARS, commencing on         , and 

ending on               , with an option in favor of the Lessee to renew for NINE (9) successive 

five year terms. In no case shall said Lease extend beyond a fifty (50) year maximum period. Any 

extension of the Lease must be made in writing signed by both Lessor and Lessee. 

 

RENTAL 

 

The rental payment constituting the consideration of this Lease is the price and sum of Zero and 00/100 

($0.00) Dollars per annum.  This Lease will become binding on Lessor only after execution by Lessor 

and delivery to Lessee. Deposit of Lessee's first rental payment into any account of Lessor does not 

constitute acceptance of this Lease by Lessor. 

 

 

IMPROVEMENTS 

 

Lessee shall not make any improvements, additions, alterations or constructions of any nature 

whatsoever to the Property, other than those provided for in the original plans and specifications 

attached hereto, without prior written permission of Lessor. 

 

CONDITIONS 

 

1.  This Lease is granted subject to all existing surface leases, mineral leases, servitudes, 

rights-of-way, permits or any other contracts, whether recorded or unrecorded, affecting the Property. 

 

2.  Lessee shall comply with all federal, state and local laws, rules, regulations and ordinances 

for sewer, sanitation, fire, safety and any other regulated activities and provide Lessor with proof of 

compliance. 

 

3.  Lessee agrees to use the Property as a good and careful administrator.  This includes 

maintaining the Property in a neat, clean and orderly manner at all times.  No hazardous waste materials 

shall be used on, placed, stored or disposed of by Lessee on or under the Property. 

 

4.  Should an Attorney be employed to give special attention to the enforcement or protection 

of any claim of Lessor arising from this Lease, Lessee shall pay as fees and compensation to such 

Attorney such sum as will constitute a reasonable fee including all court costs, together with all other 

costs, charges and expenses or reimbursement for actual costs occasioned by Lessor. 

 

5.  The drainage, public navigation and marine life of the surrounding area shall not be impeded 

in any manner.   

 

6.  Lessee acknowledges and understands that the Property is the sole property of the State of 

Louisiana, and that no proprietary rights or title shall vest in Lessee or be construed as transferred or 

abandoned by Lessor by reason of this Lease.  Lessee further understands and agrees that this Lease 

shall not be construed to recognize or confirm title or rights with respect to riparian property relative 

to adverse claimants or as between riparian owners. 

 

RESERVATIONS 

 

Lessor reserves the full use and enjoyment of the Property, both surface and subsurface, for 

any and all purposes except those particular uses granted hereinabove to Lessee.  Lessor's reservation 

includes, but is not limited to the following rights: 

 

 

1.  Lessor reserves all rights of whatever nature and kind in and to all minerals on or under the 

Property.  These rights include, but are not limited to, all operations which are necessary, useful or 

convenient for the exploration, exploitation, drilling, mining, production, development, storage and 

transportation of all oil, gas, sulphur and other minerals, on or under the Property or any other lands 

under the control of Lessor. 

 

2.  Lessor reserves all rights of whatever nature and kind in and to all other surface or 

subsurface uses of the Property.  These rights include, but are not limited to, all operations which are 

necessary, useful or convenient for the exploration, exploitation, mining, production and development 

of all sand, gravel or shell deposits; issuance of servitudes and rights-of-way; and issuance of permits 



 
 

and leases.   

 

3.  Nothing herein contained shall be construed as to prohibit or preclude the Lessor herein 

from granting to other persons, associations or corporations the right to cross over or under the 

Property, provided that if such crossing should necessitate the alteration or relocation of the recreation 

structures constructed by Lessee, all costs thereof shall be at the expense of such subsequent grantee, 

subject to the following: 

 

a. The parties hereto recognize that it might hereafter become necessary or desirable to widen, 

deepen or make some other work of public improvement on the Property, and this Lease is 

accepted under the express condition and with the distinct understanding that, if any work 

by the United States or the State of Louisiana or any department, agency, or political 

subdivision of either makes it necessary to alter or relocate the floating docks, the entire 

costs of alteration or relocation shall be borne by the Lessee, the responsibility on the part 

of the Lessee being part of the consideration from which this Lease is made. 

 

b. Lessor may exercise the rights reserved herein without Lessee's consent, so long as those 

rights granted do not prohibit Lessee's use of the Property.  Lessee hereby expressly agrees 

and declares that Lessor shall not be liable to Lessee for damages resulting from the 

exercise of any rights reserved herein. 

 

ASSIGNMENT/SUBLEASE 

 

This Agreement shall be binding upon Lessor and Lessee, their respective successors and 

assigns.  This Lease may not be assigned, subleased or otherwise transferred in whole or in part without 

the prior written permission of Lessor, provided, however, that such consent shall not be necessary in 

the event of a transfer of the Lease resulting from a corporate merger, consolidation or change of name 

of Lessee. 

 

HOLD HARMLESS 

 

1. Lessee accepts the Property in its present condition and Lessor shall not be responsible for 

damage of any kind to any person or property arising out of or resulting from Lessee’s use of the 

Property. Lessee further agrees to indemnify and to hold Lessor harmless against any loss or liability 

for injury to or death of persons or damage to property of others, including costs and expenses incident 

thereto, arising wholly or in part from or in connection with the condition, use or existence of the 

Property or any of the rights granted herein. Lessee will, at Lessor's request, appear and defend any 

suit arising from any such loss or liability at its own sole cost and expense and will pay any judgement 

that may be entered against Lessor therein when said suit is finally determined for such loss or liability 

resulting from Lessee's use of the Property. 

 

2.  Lessee further acknowledges and understands that Lessee's acceptance of the Property in its 

present condition and without any warranty of title whatsoever by Lessor, that Lessor will not be 

responsible to Lessee for any loss or damage that Lessee may suffer as a result of any claim, demand 

or cause of action that may be brought by third parties asserting riparian or reclamation rights to the 

Property leased herein. 

 

LIABILITY INSURANCE 

 

 

Lessee is required to maintain a minimum amount of liability insurance of at least Five 

Hundred Thousand and 00/100 ($500,000) Dollars of liability insurance or a greater amount as 

established by Lessor at all times this Lease is in effect. Lessee shall ensure that the State of Louisiana 

is named as an additional insured and a certificate of insurance shall be submitted to Lessor upon 

request to insure continued coverage.  

 

TERMINATION/EXPIRATION 

 

1.  Lessor may terminate the Lease for cause based upon the failure of the Lessee to comply 

with the terms and/or conditions of the Lease, including but not limited to failure to pay rent, 

discontinued use of the Property, or construction of unauthorized improvements that deviate 

substantially from those set forth in the Lessee’s plans and specifications. Prior to termination, the 

Lessor shall give the Lessee written notice specifying the Lessee’s failure. If within thirty (30) calendar 

days after receipt of such notice, the Lessee shall not have either corrected such failure or, in the case 

of failure which cannot be corrected in thirty (30) calendar days, begun in good faith to correct said 



 
 

failure and thereafter proceeded diligently to complete such correction, then the Lessor may, at its 

option, place the Lessee in default and terminate the Lease on the date specified in such notice. 

 

2.  Should Lessee at any time use the Property or any portion thereof for any illegal or unlawful 

purpose, or should Lessee commit, or permit or tolerate the commission of any act made punishable 

by fine or imprisonment under the laws of the United States or the State of Louisiana, or any ordinance 

of the Parish, the Lessor may terminate the Lease immediately upon written or verbal notice to Lessee. 

 

3. It is understood and agreed that should it be determined that the Property covered by this 

Lease is required for a public purpose by the State, Lessee shall be so notified by writing and this Lease 

shall be terminated and the Property surrendered ninety (90) days from the date of receipt of said notice. 

A pro-rata share of the annual rental shall be repaid to Lessee based on the ratio of the terminated 

period to the total annual rental period. 

 

4. Lessee may surrender this Lease at any time, either during the original term or any extension 

of the original term by giving written notice to Lessor. If Lessee had previously recorded this Lease in 

the parish conveyance records, then Lessee shall file a written release in the parish conveyance records 

and shall provide Lessor a certified copy thereof. Surrender of this Lease shall not affect any existing 

obligations of the Lessee or relieve the Lessee of any obligations previously incurred.  

 

5.  Upon termination of this Lease, Lessee will ipso facto forfeit any right of recourse against 

Lessor for return of all or part of the consideration paid. 

 

 6.  Upon dissolution of this Lease for any reason, including but not limited to termination for 

cause, expiration of the term or surrender by the Lessee, Lessee or its assigns hereby agree to remove 

at their sole risk, cost and expense any or all improvements, constructions, or obstacles and to restore 

the Property to its original condition within ninety (90) days. In the event Lessee fails to remove all 

constructions from the Property within ninety (90) days, then Lessor may (1) appropriate ownership of 

the improvements upon written notice, with no compensation owed to Lessee, or (2) remove the 

improvements, constructions, or obstacles. In the event Lessor must pay for removal of any 

improvements, constructions, or obstacles, Lessee is obligated to reimburse the Lessor for such 

removal expenses within thirty (30) days of demand thereof. 

 

7.  Should Lessor allow or permit Lessee to remain on the Property after the expiration or 

termination of this Lease, this shall not be construed as a reconduction of this Lease. 

 

 

NOTICES 

 

Any notice required or permitted to be given under this Agreement shall be in writing and shall 

be deemed to have been given when (i) deposited in Federal Express (or any other national “next day” 

delivery service), or (ii) deposited in the United States mail via registered or certified main, postage 

prepaid, return receipt requested, or (iii) hand delivered, or (iv) sent via facsimile or email.
